In July of 2007 the Medford Police Department, Shady Cove Police Department, and the Southern Oregon High-Tech Crimes Task
Force began investigating Robert Lawrence Fleming after receiving reports of him inappropriately contacting minor females in
Jackson County via the Internet.

During the investigation it was revealed that Mr. Fleming had recently pled guilty in Idaho on two counts of “Lewd Conduct with a
Minor under 16 Years”. Mr. Fleming fled Idaho prior to being sentenced and a parole violation warrant was issued for his arrest. On
July 16™ 2007 the Phoenix Oregon Police Department located Fleming and lodged him in Jackson County Jail on the outstanding
arrest warrant.

Mr. Fleming was extradited back to Burley County Idaho to face the parole violation charge while investigation efforts continued in
Jackson County. The Medford Police Department obtained search warrants authorizing the search and seizure of electronic
evidence involved in this case. Several items were seized, including multiple computers and cellular phones.

The digital evidence items seized were analyzed by the SOHTCTF and evidence was found that confirmed Mr. Fleming was indeed
contacting minor children online. Additionally, images depicting child sexual abuse were located on computers belonging to
Fleming.

Upon completion of the forensic examination a findings report was sent to prosecutors in Burley County to assist with their
sentencing of Mr. Fleming. Aided by evidence located during the forensic analysis conducted by the Southern Oregon High-Tech
Crimes Task Force, Mr. Fleming was sentenced to 15 to 25 years in prison with no possibility of parole prior to 15 years.
